Travel south on Blanding 
Blvd. (9 miles south of I-
295). At the light at Bax-
ley/Branan Field Rd., 
make a u-turn. The store 
is .8 miles back north on 
the right. (There is no left 
turn through the median 
as you are heading south.) 
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There have been many changes to 
the staff and with procedures in the last 
year and now is a good time to catch 
everyone up on what is new. 

To start with, I am not the new 
Executive Director mentioned in the last 
edition of Partners but I did know Rob 
McLaughlin.  It was through our association at church that Rob thought I would be a good candi-
date to replace him as the Executive Director when he had to give up the position.  I, in turn, 
thought working with Habitat for Humanity would be a good opportunity to become more 
involved in the community I had moved to in the spring of 2005, so I submitted my resume to the 
Board of Directors and here I am as the new Executive Director. 

Joining me as new members of the staff are Kathy as our volunteer coordinator, Roger as 
the ReStore Director and Christine as the ReStore Manager. Together, we hope to add to the 
team of hard working staff members who have served Clay County for many years. 

Beyond changes to the staff, there is a renewed emphasis on requiring strong partnerships with 
the families in the Habitat for Humanity home ownership program.  That renewed emphasis comes 
in the form of strict compliance with the sweat equity requirements.  This means partner families will 
not be allowed to rent their homes while still working on their sweat equity requirements.  If sweat 
equity is not completed when the home is finished, the partner family will not be allowed to move 
into the home.  Additionally, if the family is significantly short of completing their hours, the home 
may be offered to another family who is closer to finishing their sweat equity requirements. 

On the brighter side, we plan to implement a new program to reward those partner families 
who complete their sweat equity requirements significantly ahead of the one year time table nor-
mally allowed for completion of the equity requirements.  The final details of this new program 
are being developed and will be announced shortly. 

Another area of emphasis is compliance with the law and not allowing illegal activities to 
occur in Habitat homes.  While most people don’t read their mortgages as closely as they 
should, now might be a good time to review your Habitat mortgage.  Home owners should be 
aware that our mortgages contain a clause that puts the home owner in default of the mortgage 
if they permit illegal activity to occur in the home.  If default occurs, the full amount of the mort-
gage becomes due and payable in full immediately.  Since most people cannot afford to pay off 
their mortgage, the illegal activity will end up costing the family their home through foreclosure or 
the need to transfer the home back to Habitat to avoid foreclosure. 

As the new Executive Director, I am also seeking to revitalize the committees that support 
the staff in completing Habitat’s work.  Those committees (Building, Site Selection, Family Selection, 
Family Support, Finance, Church Relations, Public Relations, Volunteering, and Fund Raising) 
can all use some new committee members.  If you are interested in supporting the Habitat 
mission in areas outside of working on a construction site, service as a committee member or 
Chairperson might be your calling.  If you are interest, we can provide more detailed information 
on the work of each of the committees and the level of commitment that would be required. 

In closing, I look forward to working with each of our partners – volunteers, donors, partner fami-
lies, church organizations, and the local government – to build a better Clay County and develop 
communities with people in need by building and renovating houses to create decent communities.
