CCHH is blessing and breaking ground on a 12-home Green Cove Springs neighborhood, to be called Burnett Estates. This neighborhood will have sidewalks, street lights and multi-tree landscaping. CCHH is incorporating new elevations to enhance the aesthetic appeal of the community, and all CCHH homes are now Energy Star certified. Infrastructure will begin in the next month; home construction is scheduled to begin July 2010, with a projected completion date of spring 2012.

Joseph and Mildred Burnett are among the original Penney Partners - CCHH grew out of local renovation work conducted by Penney Partners, former missionaries residing at Penney Farms who had worked in Africa alongside Clarence Jordan of Koinonia and Millard Fuller, HFHI founder. Joe was the first president of Penney Partners, in 1976. Mildred was the first Family Selection Chair for CCHH.
CCHH is pleased now to honor the memories of Joe and Mildred for their dedicated work by naming this neighborhood Burnett Estates.

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Clay County Habitat for Humanity, Inc. (CCHH) is the local affiliate of Habitat for Humanity International. CCHH is a not-for-profit ecumenical Christian organization, whose mission is to eliminate substandard housing in Clay County, Florida by building and renovating safe, decent and affordable housing in partnership with the community and God’s people in need. CCHH serves Orange Park, Middleburg, Green Cove Springs, Penney Farms and Keystone Heights.

Through volunteer labor and donations of money and materials, CCHH builds and rehabilitates simple, decent houses with the help of the homeowner (partner) families. Habitat houses are sold to partner families at no profit, financed with affordable, no-interest loans. The homeowners' monthly mortgage payments are used to build still more Habitat houses.

Habitat is not a giveaway program. In addition to a down payment and the monthly mortgage payments, homeowners invest hundreds of hours of their own labor -- sweat equity -- into building their Habitat house and the houses of others. Habitat houses are affordable for low-income families because there is no profit included in the sale price and no interest charged on the mortgage.

To date, 118 Clay County families have worked hard and partnered with CCHH to improve their families’ circumstances.
